3. Unit Charge Minimum.

Charges shall be assessed using the price for a full unit on categories where the gate fee is
determined by the following units of measure: “per load,” “per can,” “each,” or “per half-hour.” No
charge will be pro-rated for partial units on those items.

Categories determined on a “per ton” or “per cubic yard” basis may be assessed partial units.
Charges assessed on a volumetric basis may be determined in increments of one-half cubic yards;

those assessed on a weight basis shall be limited to the accuracy of the scale equipment, as
specified by the manufacturer or as determined by the Department of Weights and Measures.

The gate attendant shall use his/her best judgment in assessing the load delivered to the solid
waste facility and determining the applicable gate fee based upon reasonable visual inspection and
measurement. Such estimate shall be final. Assessed fees may be rounded to the nearest $0.25.

All customers are responsible for ensuring that their load is disposed in the appropriate container,
storage area, or disposal area as directed by the gate attendant. Any portion of their load that is
not sufficiently disposed will be assessed a fee in accordance with the rate established for “Special
Handling.”

Where authorized by Mono County Board of Supervisors Resolution No. 98-56, thrift stores shall
be exempt from payment of solid waste disposal fees for certain wastes as established by the
policies and procedures specified therein. This exemption shall remain effective unless Resolution
No. 98-56 is rescinded, modified, or superseded, whereupon the subsequent resolution, policies
and/or procedures shall take precedence.

Weight-to-volume or other conversion factors shall be established by the Public Works Director and
shall be based on any one or combination of the following: 1) actual field measurements; 2)
industry standards or published studies; 3) factors issued by the California Integrated Waste
Management Board.

Q. Non-Participant Surcharges.

1.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the County reserves the right to refuse non-participating
waste delivered by any person to a solid waste facility. In the event the Public Works Director
authorizes the disposal of non-participating waste at any solid waste facility, persons wishing to
dispose of non-participating waste shall first obtain a Non-Participant Permit from the Public Works
Director.

A Non-Participant Permit shall be issued in exchange for payment in full of the applicable Non-
Participant Surcharge for the individual parcel generating the waste. The Non-Participant
Surcharge for any individual parcel (including parcels owned by a government entity) shall be an
amount equal to the Parcel Fee that would be imposed against that parcel (based on the use to
which it is being put) if it were subject to the Parcel Fee. The Non-Participant Surcharge shail be
paid or collected, and Non-Participant Permits shall be issued, at the offices of the Mono County
Department of Public Works in Bridgeport, California, and at such other locations as may be
specified by the Public Works Director. Each Non-Participant Permit shall be valid for 12 months
from the date of its issuance provided, however, that the Public Works Director may, in his or her
sole discretion, issue Non-Participant Permits valid for less than 12 months in exchange for
payment of a duly prorated Non-Participant Surcharge.

Presentation of a valid Non-Participant Permit at a solid waste facility that accepts Non-Participant
waste shall entitle the permit-holder to use that solid waste facility for disposal of solid waste
generated by the particular parcel for which the permit was issued to the same extent (i.e., at the
same gate fees) as persons disposing of participating waste.

R. Unaccepted Waste.

1.

Tractor-trailer combinations are prohibited from accessing transfer station facilities, except the
truck scale at the Pumice Valley facility.

The following items are not accepted for disposal at solid waste facilities:
a. Liquids or hazardous wastes as defined by applicable California and/or Federal law.

b. Batteries containing nickel-cadmium, carbon, or otherwise prohibited by applicable law.

¢. Pressurized containers for which the Generator provides no appropriate certificate to the gate
attendant documenting that the item is un-pressurized.

d. Contaminated soil which the solid waste facility is not permitted or authorized to accept
pursuant to applicable Waste Discharge Requirements imposed by the Regional Water Quality
Control Board or otherwise by applicable law.

e. Medical waste that has not been sufficiently treated to eliminate potential hazards in
accordance with Chapter 8 (commencing with section 118215) of Division 104, Part 14 of the
California Health and Safety Code.

f. Any other material not permitted or authorized for disposal at the solid waste facility pursuant to
applicable Waste Discharge Requirements imposed by the Regional Water Quality Control
Board or the Solid Waste Facilities Permit issued by the California Integrated Waste
Management Board.

g. Any wastes that a solid waste facility is not permitted or authorized by law to accept.

Re: Mono County’s Comments on the Pacific Crest Trail (PCT) Crossing Project

Dear Ms. Higgens:

The following comments of the Mono County Board of Supervisors on the PCT Crossing Project
are submitted in response to the Forest Service’s second request for comments and draft Environmental
Assessment, released in March of 2011.

First, the Board would like to bring to your attention the fact that it did not receive notice of the
EA’s release, and this second comment period, from the Forest Service itself, but instead was informed
of these events by a member of the public who forwarded your March 11, 2011, to an individual Board
member. This lack of notice is particularly troubling in light of the Forest Service’s obligations under the
National Forest Management Act (NFMA) and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) to
coordinate with local government regarding proposed actions, such as this one, which are of such
significance to our local communities. Moreover, this Board highlighted those obligations, and requested
that the Forest Service involve it in this process, in its first comment letter on this project, dated July 13,
2010. Specifically, the Board’s July 13 letter stated:

“... [T]he Board asks that Mono County have a seat at the table during every phase of . .
the development of proposals for action such as the Proposed PCT Crossing Route. The
Board was not given an opportunity to participate in the development of the final version
of the Proposed Action, but instead was merely asked to comment on that proposal along
with every other member of the public — after critical details had been added without the
County’s input. As the democratically-elected body representing the citizens of Mono
County and a fellow government entity, the Forest Service should notify and involve the
Board in every phase of the development of plans and proposals affecting Mono County,
prior to those plans and proposals becoming solidified and released for public comment.
Correspondence to the Board should be sent to the Clerk of the Board, at the address
noted above.”

To have received less notice than the public regarding this action js simply unacceptable.

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To address the Board’s substantive comments on the EA and the proposed action, the Board
reiterates its previous support for establishment of a snowmobile route between the Bridgeport Winter
Recreation Area (BWRA) and State Route 108 (Sonora Pass), which provides the least risk of avalanche,
and which is open to use for as lengthy a season as snow permits. The County, which endorsed the
Locally-Developed User Agreement Resolving Recreational Use Conflicts within the Hoover Wilderness
Planning Addition and assisted with facilitation of the discussions leading to that agreement, is acutely
aware of the trade-offs which were made in order to make the BWRA available for winter recreational
use — and does not want to see that use jeopardized. And the Omnibus Public Lands Act of 2009
specifically provides for an access route to the BWRA that crosses the PCT.

Alternatives 2 and 4 in the March 2011 EA meet the above requirements, (except to the extent
that both limit use to “one-way” egress from the BWRA — such a limitation was not intended by the User
Agreement or the Omnibus Act, and this Board does not support it). Alternative 4 appears to provide for
additional flexibility in management of the PCT Crossing, and thus is considered desirable to the extent
that it enables the Forest Service to make periodic minor modifications to use in order to avoid
significant impacts and greater use restrictions in the future.

The Board also reiterates its prior comment that a daily permit is more onerous than necessary to
achieve the Forest Service’s stated educational and safety goals and again suggests that users be allowed
to self-issue no-cost permits for periods consistent with their use of the area (e.g., a weekend, week, or
season). Finally, as stated in its July 13, 2010, letter, the Board would like to be involved in any future

discussions which the Forest Service may have regarding opening and closure dates for the PCT
Crossing.

Finally, the Board would like to again express its dismay at the lack of coordination with Mono
County by the Forest Service with respect to this matter. The Forest Service is required by NFMA and
NEPA to involve local government in Forest Plan amendments, major federal actions, and other
decisions potentially affecting local areas. These requirements were not complied with in this instance.
And, if in the future, a closure of the PCT Crossing is considered for any reason, please notify this Board,
at the address listed above, well in advance of any final decision being made.

Thank you for considering these comments and for your anticipated cooperation and
coordination with Mono County in the future.

Tt has recently come to our attention that the Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest has
initiated a second 30-day comment period for the proposed action on the Pacific Crest
Trail (PCT) Crossing Trail located on the Bridgeport Ranger District. As an advisory
commission to you, we feel it is important to keep you informed of these issues.

We are asking that the Board of Supervisors consider submitting a public comment
during this period in order to represent the interests of Mono County and its residents and

to continue its involvement in this important issue. The public comment period ends
April 11, 2011.

Additionally, we would ask the Board of Supervisors request that the PCT Crossing Trail
compromise agreement as originally developed be honored, and to encourage the
Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest to revisit proposed action Alternative #4, the
Adaptive Management Plan, in the existing Environmental Assessment for the PCT
Crossing Trail. The Board was instrumental and heavily involved at the outset of the
PCT project discussions and we feel it is important for the Board to continue to be part of

this process in order to do what it can to ensure the original compromise agreement is
honored.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MONO COUNTY BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS AMENDING CHAPTER 10.64 OF
THE MONO COUNTY CODE PERTAINING TO
THE REGULATION OF FIREARM DISCHARGE

WHEREAS, Title 10 of the Mono County Code contains the Mono County Public
Peace, Safety and Welfare ordinances and Chapter 10.64 regulates the discharge of
firearms; and

WHEREAS, the community of Long Valley, by and through the Long Valley
Regional Planning Advisory Committee, has adopted a resolution requesting that the
Board of Supervisors amend Chapter 10.64 of the Mono County Code to expand the no
shooting boundaries of said community to include the parcel known as the school
district parcel and described in the map attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; to amend
Chapter 10.64 to add an exception for archery target practice to that Chapter as more
fully described below; to require that maps of the no shooting zones also reference the
150 yard hunting safety zone provided for in Fish and Game Code Section 3004; and to
require posting of the no shooting maps; and

WHEREAS, the community of Chalfant Valley, following a public outreach
Erocess through its Regional Planning Advisory Committee, has requested that the
oard of Supervisors amend Chapter 10.64 of the Mono County Code to add an
exception for limited firearm discharge for agricultural purposes, as more fully
described below; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors finds that amending the boundaries of the
no shooting zone in Long Valley furthers the protection of the public health and safety
of that community; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors finds that adding exemptions to the no
shooting ordinance to include archery target practice conducted on private property in
a safe manner and limited firearm discharge for agricultural purposes is consistent with
the public health and safety and the traditional use of firearms in those communities;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF
MONO ORDAINS as follows:

SECTION ONE: Section 10.64.030(E) of the Mono County Code is amended to
read as follows:

“Beginning at the northeast corner of Section 35, Township 4 South, Range 29 East,
Mount Diablo Base and Meridian, thence south one-eighth mile; thence west one-fourth
mile; thence south three-eighths mile, thence west one-forth mile to the center of Section
35, Township 4 South, Range 29 East, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian, thence north -
one-eighth mile, thence west one-fourth mile, thence north one-eighth mile, thence west
one-forth mile, thence north, one-half mile, thence east three-fourths miles, thence north
one-fourth mile, thence east one-half mile, thence south one-half mile, thence west one-

fourth mile to the point of beginning.” .

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SECTION TWO: Section 10.64.037 is hereby added to the Mono County Code
and shall read as follows:

“10.64.037 Community Exemptions
The following exemptions shall apply to the no shooting zones of specific

communities:
A. Long Valley

rchery target gractice on private property may be allowed if the target practice
range is sited and used in a safe manner such that no arrow may be allowed to leave the
property upon which the range is located and no danger is c{aosed to any person or
property. The following conditions shall be required in addition to any other safe
archery range practices:

1. The range must have a target or targets. All range targets must be
commercially-sold, three-dimensional, animal-shaped targets or be made of a
bale of hay or similar substance sufficient to absorg the arrow. A target may not
be any other natural or man-made object that has not been designed and
manufactured to be an archery target.

2. The range must be sited and have a backstop made and designed to prevent an
arrow from leaving the property or failing to protect any person or other property.

3. Only arrows with target tips may be used.

4. All arrows must be shot in a straight, horizontal line or trajectory, extending
no more than 30 yards in distance.

5. Any target practice shall only occur during daylight hours.

6. Target practice while under the influence of alcohol or drugs is prohibited and
constitutes a misdemeanor.

7. Minors under the age of 16 shall only shoot when accompanied by an adult.
8. Cross-bows are not within the exemption.

B. Chalfant Valley
Chalfant Valley’s history of agricultural use and the absence of a no shooting
zone in West Chalfant shall allow for the following exemptions:

1. Shooting on property within an agricultural zone to dispatch an animal raised
for food in a humane manner consistent with state law regulating the killing of
livestock and in a manner that poses no harm to any person or other property.”

SECTION THREE: The following paragraph is hereby added to Section
10.64.050 of the Mono County Code:

“All maps depicting the boundaries of the no shooting zones shall also include
reference to the location of the 150 yard “safety zone” set forth in Fish and Game Code
Section 3004. Each map shall be posted in a clear and prominent location somewhere
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within or at the boundaries of the area in which it applies.”

SECTION FOUR: Section 10.64.060 of the Mono County Code is amended to
read as follows:

“10.64.060  State Law Applicability

The provisions of this Chapter are to be read to supplement, and not restrict, any
state law regulating the discharge of firearms, including but not limited to Fish.and
Game Code Section 3004, and Penal Code Sections 374c and 246.3, and as those sections
may be amended.”

SECTION FIVE: Section 10.64.070 of the Mono County Code is amended to read
as follows:

“10.64.070  Enforcement

It shall be unlawful to violate or fail to comply with any provision of this
Chapter. A violation of this Chapter may be charged and prosecuted as a misdemeanor
or an infraction in the discretion of the district attorney and as provided in Section
1.04.060 of the Mono County Code. The Mono County Sheriff's Department and the
Mono County compliance specialist may issue a citation or effect an arrest pursuant to
Penal Code Sections 853.5 and 853.6 and/or Mono County Code Section 1.13.030.”

SECTION SIX. This ordinance shall become effective 30 days from the date of its
adoption and final passage, which appears immediately below. The Clerk of the Board
of Supervisors shall post this ordinance and also publish the ordinance or a summary
thereof in the manner prescribed by Government Code section 25124 no later than 15
days after the date of this ordinance’s adoption and final passage. If the Clerk fails to so
publish this ordinance or a summary thereof within said 15 day-period, then the
ordinance shall not take effect until 30 days after the date of publication.
