· 45 year resident of Inyo County.

· He is here looking for support.  

· He didn’t make it clear to the Board what his intent was; here to clear things up.  He is asking Board to consider supporting the idea of bait/two trout harvest for Lower Rush Creek.
· He has talked to various individuals in Sacramento; idea is generally supported.; no opposition so far.

· Originally, the area was set up as catch-and-release due to needing to ‘recover’ the fish.

· DWP is neutral right now until they hear from us.

· Wants support from our Fish and Game Commission.

· DFG would take the support from our commission and take it forward.
Supervisor Bauer:

· Is there any opposition out there?

· She would prefer to sign onto a Fisheries Commission Letter.

Supervisor Hansen:

· Thanked him for coming back; he was worried about Rush Creek run off.

Supervisor Johnston:

· Why catch-and-release now?

· What is the Department of Fish and Game’s position?

· Are you asking for a letter?

· Would this involve re-vegetation? 

· Has anyone contacted the Mono Lake Committee?
· He suggests that Dan Lyster craft a letter.

Supervisor Hazard:

· The request is to change the fish regulation only.

· You do need to contact the Mono Lake Committee, looking for minimal impact.

· Typically the Fisheries commission should come to us for support; are you requesting a letter now?  He thinks the Board could do this.
Dan Lyster:

· Issues need to be kept separate.

· He could help craft the letter for the Board to sign that will include taking into account all the environmental issues. For consent agenda.

Brad Henderson (DFG):

· Explained DWP/DFG issues.
· He suggests that Dick Noles may need to do presentation as there’s a little more to this request than what’s been said.
· There is a group meeting regularly; he will suggest this issue get onto a future agenda.

· Welcomed Jim Erdman to our community.

· We need to reach goals on both sides at a minimum.

· Spoke about the “bigger picture”.

· Less fish do equate to less fisherman.

· The amount of fish per pound in relation to number of licenses, this is not being met.

(b)  The Report duly demonstrates a reasonable relationship between the fee and the purpose for which it is charged.

(c) The Report identifies all sources and amounts of funding anticipated to complete financing in incomplete improvements previously identified (if any).

(d) The Report designates the approximate dates on which funding referred to in finding (c) is expected to be deposited into the appropriate account for fund (if known).”

Scott Burns:

· Before the board today is a five year review.
· They had originally planned to go to consultants but Mary Booher has done a thorough review in conjunction with all interested parties.
· Based upon prior Board discussion there are several options.
Mary Booher:

· She thanked all departments/parties that helped put this item together; it was definitely a group effort.
· She walked the board through her staff report and DIF Program Report (all information was submitted with the board packet and is kept on file in the clerk’s office).
· As staff, they recommend a county wide DIF.

· They tried to separate projects as much as possible for board flexibility.
· Any changes would have to be noticed as a public hearing and then come back to the Board.
Supervisor Hazard:
· Paramedic Services need to stay as County-Wide service since they are solely funded out of general fund.

· He agrees that the report Vikki was discussing is trash.
· DIF fees across the county to ensure a fund.

· He is not supportive of this, but we need to determine what the actual needs are.

· Keep fees we’ve got, future money only for jail and paramedics.

· He thinks a compromise is necessary.  He supports concept of DIF. 
Marshall Rudolph:

· There is some flexibility with changing funding of projects.

· To keep money already collected, you would need to consider option one. Otherwise, without those findings, all money needs to be refunded by June 30th.
· Next, what to do in the future/going forward?
· Previous fees have been validly imposed and they have been validly collected.
· Could you make findings with the portion of DIF fees already collected? Yes.  
Supervisor Johnston:

· This is all hocus-pocus in his opinion.
· It would take 900 years to accumulate the amount of money needed to complete any of the projects.

· He proposes that this is part of the stimulus package and should be eliminated; it’s just not feasible to have this system work.  

· We don’t have enough development here to justify having a Development Impact Fee Program.

· Most legitimate thing is to keep some money for the jail if we don’t refund it all.

Supervisor Bauer:

· Went over past year’s report, focusing on June Lake only; none of it rings true.

· This is just a way to build an argument to take another fee.

· She really doesn’t see a need for these DIF funds.  

· 4 b is her choice.

Supervisor Hansen:
· He thought the Needs Assessment was a bit overboard.

· A small home in an existing community doesn’t have an “impact”; it just adds another layer for small home owners to go through.

· He thinks we shouldn’t have a DIF program.  

Supervisor Hunt:

· When Charlie Long did his analysis he made a compelling argument that DIF fees would assist in economy.
· He has no trouble trying to fix standards but he just can’t see us using DIF as a tool to address future needs.

· If we are going to have DIF fees, we need to review more often than every 5 years.

· It’s just another form of funding that is really not needed.
Brian Muir:

· We should use leftover money for jail; the jail does need to be dealt with.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Jim Gonzales:

· His concerns were reconstruction and how it relates to DIF fees.

· It would be fair to look at square footage/new construction added to a project.
Karen Scholl:

· What was true yesterday is not necessarily what’s true today.

Rocky Scholl:

· He got a bit more educated today.

· The fee that he will have to pay is prohibitive to him completing his project; he feels like he’s being charged for something that was already there.  

Leigh Gaasch:

· She feels that the DIF fees are needed.
