1. CALL TO ORDER: 10:07am
2. INTRODUCTIONS: Introductions were made.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT: No Public Comment
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES (10-7-15): A MOTION WAS MAKE BY PARKET, SECONDED BY JONES, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 7, 2015 MEETING AS WRITTED. MOTION APPROVED 6-0, NO ABSTENTIONS. 
5. STAFF/COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS: Mr. Simpson reported 1st quarter TOT for the months of July, September and October were up 7.5% for the county and the BFEF addenda item to fund the cage culture program would go in front of the Board of Supervisors next week. Commissioner Mueller reported on the passing of Dick Noles. 
6. DEPARTMNET OF FISH AND WILDLIFE UPDATE: Mr. Erdman reported that fish stocking allotments for next would most likely look similar to the same amount as the previous year. Mr. Erdman’s office is not located at 787 N. Main St. Suite 220 Bishop CA.
7. MONTHLY BUDGET UPDATE: Mr. Simpson reported the $2,000 allocated for BFEF was still to be decided next week by the Board of Supervisors. 
· Fish and Game Fine Fund - $16,900 Starting Balance. $10,700 available ($3,500 encumbered for Eastern Sierra Wildlife Care, $700 for FOI, $2,000 for BFEF)
· MCFC regular budget - $25,000 Starting Balance. $25,000 available 
8. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - Fishing Regulation Changes on Rush Creek and RCCP Form – Commissioner Morton: Commissioner Morton presented a draft RCCP form for a regulation change on Rush Creek to year-round catch and release.  Mr. Erdman and the commission suggested extending the year round to all rivers and streams in the June Lake area. The commission decided to make edits to the existing form and bring it back next month for a final approval. 
9. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – LCT Study in Reverse Creek, Possible Funding Request – Commissioner Morton: Commissioner Morton proposed an $8,700 study for LCT in Reverse Creek. Ms. Strickland from Trout Unlimited expressed interested in partnering with the commission on this issue and possibly helping to fund the project. Ms. Strickland updated the commission on other LCT projects happening around the Eastern Sierra. 
10. DISCUSSION/POSSILBE ACTION – Diploid Brown Trout Stocking in Bridgeport Reservoir, West Walker River, East Walker River and Crowley Lake – Staff: Mr. Simpson reported that Desert Springs Trout Farm in Oregon would be able to supply Mono County with Diploid Brown Trout for stocking in the 2016 season. Mr. Erdman informed the commission that the West Walker River would no longer be able to stock Brown Trout due to the proximity to LCT restoration projects. The commission decided to plant Diploid Brown Trout in all approved Mono County waters. 
11. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Updating the Mono County Fisheries Catch and Release Brochure – Commission Mueller: Mr. Simpson was going to look into costs associated with reprinting the brochure and bring a price quote to the commission for approval. 
12. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Local Program Funding Application – Commissioner Mueller: The commission reviewed the Local Program Funding Applications and directed staff to make edits for review at the next meeting. 
13. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Trout in the Classroom – Commissioner Mueller: Mr. Erdman gave a presentation about the Trout in the Classroom program on how it will benefit the local community. The commission discussed budgeting for this item. A MOTION WAS MADE BY ANTHONY, SECONDED BY MORTON, TO APPROVE $4,000 OUT OF THE FISH AND GAME FINE FUND TO FUND THE TROUT IN THE CLASSROOM PROGRAM. MOTION APPROVED 6-0, NO ABSTENTIONS. 
14. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Economic Development, Tourism and Film Commission Update – Staff: Mr. Simpson reported on the upcoming tradeshow season, social media, TOT and the upcoming 2016 Visitor Guide.
