MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 10:03am
2. INTRODUCTIONS: Introductions were made.
3. PUBLIC COMMENT: There was no public comment.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES (12-2-15): A MOTION WAS MADE BY MORTON, SECONDED BY ANTHONY TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 2, 2015 MEETING AS WRITTEN. MOTION PASSED 4-0. NO ABSTENTIONS.
5. STAFF/COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS: Mr. Morton reported on a meeting he and Mr. Simpson had with Jim Erdman in Bishop discussing the RCCP form for the June Lake area and fish stocking. Mr. Simpson passed out the 2016 Visitor Guide and the 2016 Mono County Events Calendar.
6. DEPARTMNET OF FISH AND WILDLIFE UPDATE: Mr. Erdman reported stocking allotments would most likely be up this year. 
7. MONTHLY BUDGET UPDATE
· Fish and Game Fine Fund - $16,900 Starting Balance. $6,700 available ($3,500 encumbered for Eastern Sierra Wildlife Care, $700 for FOI, $2,000 for BFEF, $4,000 for Trout in the Classroom)
· MCFC regular budget - $25,000 Starting Balance. $24,250 available ($750 encumbered for the Mono County Fishing Guide)
8. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - Fishing Regulation Changes on Rush Creek and RCCP Form – Commissioner Morton:  Mr. Morton reported on the latest version of the RCCP that proposed catch and release on Rush Creek from October 1st to November 15th each year. The commission decided to get letters of approval before submitting the paperwork to the Department of Fish and Wildlife.
9. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Lahontan Cutthroat Trout Study in the June Lake area, Possible Funding Request – Commissioner Morton: Mr. Morton discussed the need for a Lahontan Cutthroat Trout Study on Reverse and Fern Creek. A full estimate and costs on the work would be presented at next month’s meeting. 
10. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Updating the Mono County Fisheries Catch and Release Brochure – Commission Mueller: The commissioners discussed updating the brochure and what should be included in the brochure. A MOTION WAS MADE BY MORTON, SECONDED BY PARKER TO SPEND $750 OUT OF THE MONO COUNTY FISHERIES COMMISSION BUDGET TO DESIGN A NEW BROCHURE. MOTION PASSED 4-0, NO ABSTENTIONS. 
11. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Economic Development, Tourism and Film Commission Update – Staff Mr. Simpson reported on a derby being put together by Western Outdoor News. He also would have a draft stocking schedule available at the next meeting.
