14 AUTHORIZES BONDS
CONTINUING STEM CELL RESEARCH.
INITIATIVE STATUTE. Authorizes $5.5
billion state bonds for: stem cell and other
medical research, including training;
research facility construction; administrative
costs. Dedicates $1.5 billion to brain-related
diseases. Appropriates General Fund
moneys for repayment. Expands related
programs. Fiscal Impact: Increased state
costs to repay bonds estimated at about
$260 million per year over the next roughly
30 years.

19 CHANGES CERTAIN PROPERTY
TAX RULES. LEGISLATIVE

EXHIBIT A-

“To maintain adequate funding and high quality academic programs for all Mammoth
schools by preserving smaller classes, attracting and retaining experienced teachers,
strengthening core curriculum, and enhancing technology, art, music, math and science
programs and athletics, shall Mammoth Unified School District extend the current $59
annual education parcel tax for five years with an exemption for senior citizens’ primary
residences, overseen by an independent citizen’s oversight committee, generating
approximately $620,000 in annual funding for Mammoth schools?”

PURPOSES

To provide local revenue that cannot be taken by the State and to maintain high-quality
public education in schools in the Mammoth Unified School District (the “District”), the
District proposes to levy and collect an education parcel tax annually for 5 years as
more fully described below under “EDUCATION PARCEL TAX AND PROCEDURES,” and to
implement accountability measures in connection with the education parcel tax and to
provide oversight and accountability to ensure that funds are used only for the following
specific purposes:

Enhance math and science classes

Provide students with books and supplies

Attract and retain qualified, high-performing teachers

Provide updated technology, including software, hardware and support
Keep class size small for early grades

Enhance student counseling programs

Maintain library staff and services

Maintain and enhance District language programs

Maintain and enhance the District music, arts and enrichment programs
Maintain extracurricular activities and athletic programs

Maintain and advance needed educational programs

The Board of Education will not fund any program other than those listed above from the
proceeds of the education parcel tax.

EDUCATION PARCEL TAX AND PROCEDURES

Amount of Education Parcel Tax. Subject to two-thirds approval of the voters, the
education parcel tax of $59 per parcel (except exempt parcels, as described below) shall
be effective for 5 years commencing with fiscal year 2022-23 and be collected by the
Mono County Tax Collector at the same time as and along with, and shall be subject to the
same penalties as general ad valorem taxes collected by said tax collector.

Definition of Parcel. A parcel shall be defined as any unit of land in the District that
receives a separate tax bill from the Mono County Tax Collector’s Office.

Exemptions. The following exemptions shall apply to the levy of the qualified special tax.
o Otherwise Exempt Property. All property that would otherwise be exempt from
property taxes shall also be exempt from the education parcel tax.

o Senior Citizen Exemption. An exemption shall be available to persons who are
65 years or older and own and occupy as a principal residence a parcel subject to the
education parcel tax.

Property owners seeking the senior citizen exemption must apply to the District for
such exemption under procedures established by the District or otherwise as required
by law or by the Mono County Tax Collector. However, property owners who have already
qualified for a senior citizen exemption under the District’s current parcel tax measure
approved by voters in June 2016 will be automatically qualified for an exemption under
this measure.

Exclusive Procedures. The procedures described herein with respect to the levy and
collection of the education parcel tax and exemptions, and any additional procedures
established by the Board of Education of the District, shall be the exclusive claims
procedure for claimants seeking an exemption, refund, reduction, or re-computation of
the qualified special tax. Whether any particular claim is to be resolved by the District
or by the County shall be determined by the District, in coordination with the County as
necessary. The District’s Board of Education may adopt such additional or supplemental
procedures as it deems necessary or convenient for the administration of the education
parcel tax.

ACCOUNTABILITY MEASURES

Government Code Accountability. In accordance with the requirements of California
Government Code sections 50075.1 and 50075.3, the following accountability measures,
among others, shall apply to the qualified special taxes levied in accordance with this
Measure:

o the specific purposes of the education parcel tax shall be those purposes
identified above under the heading “PURPOSES,”

o the proceeds of the education parcel tax shall be applied only to those specific
purposes identified above under the heading “PURPOSES,”

. a separate, special account shall be created into which the proceeds of the
education parcel tax must be deposited; and

o the Chief Business & Financial Officer of the District shall file an annual written
report with the Board of Education of the District showing (1) the amount of funds
collected and expended from the proceeds of the education parcel tax and (2) the status
of any projects, programs, or purposes identified above under the heading “PURPOSES.”
Citizens’ Oversight Committee. In addition to the accountability measures required by the
Government Code, an independent Citizens’ Oversight Committee shall be appointed by
the Board of Education to advise the Board on the expenditures funded by the measure
in order to ensure that said funds are spent for the purposes approved by the voters. The
Citizens’ Oversight Committee will monitor the expenditures of these funds by the District
and will report on an annual basis to the Board and community on how these funds have
been spent.

Annual Independent Audits. The District will engage a third-party independent auditor to
conduct annual audits reviewing the revenues and expenditures of the education parcel
tax to confirm that funds are spent for the purposes described in the measure.

PROTECTION OF FUNDING

Current law forbids any decrease in State or Federal funding to the District because of
the District’s adoption of an education parcel tax. However, if any such funds are reduced
because of the adoption of this education parcel tax, then the amount of the education
]E)arcel tax will be reduced annually as necessary in order to restore such State or Federal
unding.

SEVERABILITY

The Board of Education of the District hereby declares, and the voters by approving this
measure concur, that every section, paragraph, sentence and clause of this measure
has independent value, and the Board of Education and the voters would have adopted
each provision hereof regardless of every other provision hereof. Upon approval of this
measure by the voters, should any part be found by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be invalid for any reason, all remaining parts hereof shall remain in full force and effect to
the fullest extent allowed by law.

MEDIDAS DE RENDICION DE CUENTAS

Comité Supervisor de Ciudadanos. Ademas de las medidas de rendicion de cuentas
requeridas por el Cddigo del Gobierno, la Junta de Educacion nombrard un Comité
de Supervisién Ciudadana Independiente para asesorar a la junta sobre los gastos
financiados por la medida a fin de garantizar que dichos fondos se gasten en los
propositos aprobados por los votantes. EI Comité Supervisor de Ciudadanos monitoreara
los gastos de estos fondos hechos por el Distrito y reportara anualmente ala Juntay a la
comunidad como se han gastado estos fondos.

Auditorias anuales independientes. El Distrito contratara a un auditor independiente
externo para realizar auditorias anuales que revisen los ingresos y los gastos del
impuesto sobre la parcela para la educacion para confirmar que los fondos se gastan en
los fines descritos en la medida.

PROTECCION DE LOS FONDOS

La legislacion actual prohibe cualquier disminucion en los fondos estatales o federales
para el Distrito debido a la adopcion por parte del Distrito de un impuesto sobre la parcela
para la educacion.

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IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS BY COUNTY COUNSEL
MEASURE “G”
MAMMOTH UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT

A school district may levy a qualified special tax on property upon approval by two-thirds
of the votes cast on a measure pursuant to section 4 of article XIIIA of the California
Constitution and sections 50075 et seq. of the California Government Code.

The Board of Education (“Board”) for the Mammoth Unified School District (“District”)
proposes to renew and extend an existing parcel tax that expires on June 30, 2022. If
approved, the renewed parcel tax shall be effective for five years commencing on July 1,
2022 and shall continue to be levied at the current amount of $59 per parcel per year of
taxable real property within the District.

An exemption from the proposed tax shall be available for any parcel that is occupied by
and is a principal residence for a person 65 years or older (“Senior Citizen Exemption”)
as well as for all property that would otherwise be exempt from property taxes. Property
owners seeking the Senior Citizen Exemption must apply to the District for such exemption
and property owners who have already qualified for the exemption under the District’s
current parcel tax measure approved by voters in June 2016 will be automatically
qualified for said exemption.

State law requires the District to state the specific purposes for which the tax proceeds
will be used and only spend the proceeds of the tax for these purposes. The stated
purposes of the tax are to: (1) enhance math and science classes; (2) provide students
with books and supplies; (3) attract and retain qualified, high performing teachers; (4)
provide updated technology, including software, hardware and support; (5) help maintain
smaller class sizes for early grades; (6) enhance student counseling programs; (7)
maintain library staff and services; (8) maintain and enhance District language programs;
(9) maintain and enhance the District music, arts and enrichment programs; (10) maintain
extracurricular activities and athletic programs; and (11) maintain and advance needed
educational programs.

The District is required by law to provide additional accountability measures for the
proceeds. These measures include: (1) depositing the proceeds into a fund that is separate
and apart from other District funds; and (2) providing an annual written report to the
Board detailing the amount of funds collected and expended and the status of any project
authorized to be funded from the tax proceeds. The Board will appoint an independent
Citizen’s Oversight Committee to monitor expenditures funded by the measure. An
annual, independent performance and financial audit will also be conducted to determine
whether taxes processed have been expended only for the specified purposes described
in the measure.

Measure G was placed on the ballot by the Board.

A “yes” vote is a vote to approve a parcel tax of $59 per parcel on taxable parcels within
the District for five years commencing on July 1, 2022.

A “no” vote is a vote to not approve a parcel tax of $59 per parcel on taxable parcels
within the District for five years commencing on July 1, 2022.

Un distrito escolar puede gravar un impuesto especial restringido sobre la propiedad con
la aprobacion de dos tercios de los votos emitidos sobre una medida, de conformidad
con la Seccion 4 del articulo XIIIA de la Constitucion de California y las Secciones 50075
y subsecuentes del Codigo del Gobierno de California.

La Junta de Educacion (“Junta”) del Distrito Escolar Unificado de Mammoth (“Distrito”)
propone renovar y ampliar un impuesto actual sobre las parcelas que expira el 30 de
junio de 2022. Si se aprueba, la renovacion del impuesto a las parcelas tendra vigencia
durante cinco afios, a partir del 1.° de julio de 2022 y se seguira cobrando la cantidad
actual de $59 por parcela, por afio, a los inmuebles gravables dentro del Distrito.

Se concedera una exencion al impuesto propuesto a toda parcela que sea la residencia
principal y esté ocupada por una persona de 65 afios 0 mas (“Exencion para Ciudadanos
de la Tercera Edad”) asi como a todos los bienes inmuebles que de otra manera
quedarian exentos de los impuestos sobre la propiedad. Los propietarios que deseen
obtener una Exencion para Ciudadanos de la Tercera Edad deberan solicitarla al Distrito,
y los propietarios que ya hayan calificado para la exencion conforme a la actual medida
del impuesto sobre las parcelas del Distrito aprobada por los votantes en junio de 2016
automaticamente calificaran para dicha exencion.

La ley estatal exige que el Distrito declare los propdsitos especificos para los que se
utilizaran los ingresos y que solo gaste los ingresos para estos fines. Los propdsitos
establecidos del impuesto son: (1) mejorar las clases de matematicas y ciencias; (2)
proporcionar libros y materiales a los estudiantes; (3) atraer y conservar maestros de
alto rendimiento y calificados; (4) brindar tecnologia actualizada, incluidos software,
hardware y soporte; (5) ayudar a mantener grupos de clases reducidos para los primeros
grados; (6) mejorar los programas de asesorias estudiantiles; (7) mantener los servicios
y el personal de las bibliotecas; (8) mantener y mejorar los programas de idiomas del
Distrito; (9) mantener y mejorar los programas de musica, artes y enriquecimiento del
Distrito; (10) mantener los programas de atletismo y actividades extracurriculares, y (11)
mantener y mejorar los programas educativos necesarios.

La ley le exige al Distrito que proporcione medidas de rendicion de cuentas adicionales
para los ingresos. Dichas medidas incluyen: (1) depositar los ingresos en un fondo
separado y aparte de los otros fondos del Distrito y (2) proporcionar un informe anual
por escrito a la Junta donde se indique de manera detallada la cantidad de fondos
recaudados y gastados, y el estado de cualquier proyecto autorizado que se vaya a
financiar con los ingresos provenientes del impuesto.

Your signature is unique to you — making sure that your signature matches the signature on your voter
registration is how we keep your ballot safe.
