MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 10:04am.
2. INTRODUCTIONS: Introductions were made.
3. PUBLIC COMMENT: Dr. Jenkins inquired about the status of water flows on Mammoth Creek due to the impact of the drought.  Dr. Jenkins also wanted to let the commission know that Hot Creek Hatchery was not going to be closing.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES (6-3-15) A MOTION WAS MADE BY ANTHONY, SECONDED BY KING TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF JUNE 3, 2015 AS WRITTEN. MOTION APPROVED 6-0.
5. STAFF/COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS: Mr. Simpson reported on the 2015-16 budget process and fish stocking schedule. Commissioner Mueller gave an update on the upcoming Kids Fishing Festival. 
6. DEPARTMNET OF FISH AND WILDLIFE UPDATE: No update, Mr. Erdman was unable to attend. 
7. MONTHLY BUDGET UPDATE: Mr. Simpson reported no change in spending since the previous meeting. 
· Fish and Game Fine Fund - $1,935 available ($3,500 encumbered for Eastern Sierra Wildlife Care, $5,070.00 encumbered for DFG Scopes, $5,100 encumbered for Fish Stocking)
· MCFC regular budget - $0 available ($500 encumbered for the June Lake Trout Tournament, $2,000 encumbered for BFEF, $3,000 encumbered for Kids Fishing Festival, $19,500 encumbered for Fish Stocking)

8. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Fish and Game Notice of Proposed Emergency Action – Staff – Informational only, no action was taken. 
9. DISCUSSION/POSSILBE ACTION – Central Sierra Association of County Fish and Game Commissioners Update – Commissioner Mueller. Commissioner Mueller reported on the meeting Central Sierra Association of County Fish and Game Commissioners meeting that took place earlier in the month. Out of the 58 California Counties, 42 have Fisheries Commissions and 19 were at the Central Sierra Association meeting.  Commissioner Mueller will be attending the next Central Sierra Association meeting in August. 
10. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Report on the California Department of Fish and Game Commission Meeting on June 10 and 11, 2015 – Commissioner Mueller.  Commissioner Mueller reported on the meeting being held at Mammoth Mountain Main Lodge where she spoke during public comment. Supervisor Stump, Johnston and Alpers all attended to meeting to discuss Bobcat trapping and fish and wildlife issues in Mono County.  Mr. Simpson was also in attendance and gave a recap report to the commission. 
11. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Conway Ranch Applied Geotechnology Inc. Report (1987) – Commissioner Mueller. Sue Burak gave a recap of the 1987 study and its findings but emphasized that a new study would need to be conducted to reflect current conditions due to the recent drought. 
12. DISCUSSION/POSSILBE ACTION – Mono County Fisheries Commission Strategic Plan – Commissioner Morton. The Commission discussed imputing different Key Performance Indicators into the strategic plan to gage progress gained or lost in the fish and wildlife industry in Mono County. The document was revised and is tabled to be finalized at the next meeting. 
13. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Economic Impact of DFW 2015 Stocking Reduction – Commissioner Burak. Staff and Commissioners discussed different ways to possibly quantify the economic impact in Mono County from the California Department of Fish and Wildlife reduction of fish stocking. 
14.  DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Fish Stocking Procedures – Commissioner Anthony.  Commissioner Anthony discussed possible ways to stock fish in different locations around lakes and rivers in Mono County.  Commissioner Anthony suggested using the Bridgeport Fish Enhancement Foundation trailer as a stocking device so fish could be dispersed equally throughout different locations.
