1. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 10:06am
2. INTRODUCTIONS: Introductions were made.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT:  Mr. Ernst reported on the fishing season at Saddlebag Lake Resort including the decreased number of fish being stocking by DFW this year. Mr. Ernst commended the commission on their efforts on bringing down large and catchable fish from Desert Springs Trout Farm.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES (7-1-15): A MOTION WAS MADE BY MORTON, SECONDED BY KING TO APPROVE THE MINTUES OF THE JULY 1, 2015 MEETING AS WRITTEN. MOTION APPROVED 5-0, NO ABSTENTIONS
5. STAFF/COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS: Staff reported TOT was up for the 4th quarter of the fiscal cycle and on a tourism video that went viral after posting on the tourism facebook page. Mr. Parker and Ms. Mueller reported on the success of the Kids Fishing Festival, the group discussed possible changes and improvements that could be made for next year’s event. 
6. DEPARTMNET OF FISH AND WILDLIFE UPDATE: Mr. Erdman reported the summer aerial fish stocking plants did no proceed as scheduled due to problems with the aircraft. As a result more Lahontan Cutthroat were stocking in the Antelope Valley area. 
7. MONTHLY BUDGET UPDATE
· Fish and Game Fine Fund - $16,900 Starting Balance. $13,400 available ($3,500 encumbered for Eastern Sierra Wildlife Care)
· MCFC regular budget - $25,000 Starting Balance. $25,000 available 
8. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Inyo County Fisheries Commission Meeting Recap– Commissioner Mueller: Mr. Simpson and Ms. Mueller recapped the meeting they attended at the Inyo County Fisheries Commission the previous month. They discussed possible collaboration projects as well legislative issues before the state including the proposed ban on bobcat trapping. 
9. DISCUSSION/POSSILBE ACTION – SB 345 – Staff: A MOTION WAS MADE BY KING, SECONDED BY MULLER TO WRITE A LETTER OF SUPPORT FOR SENATE BILL 345. MOTION APPROVED 5-0, NO ABSTENTIONS.  Staff will be drafting a letter of support to bring to the commission at the following meeting. 
10. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - DFW Fishing Regulation Changes – Staff: Mr. Erdman discussed the procedure for the proposed upcoming state wide regulation changes and all proposed changes are still being discussed at the committee level. The commission wanted to see what could be done to immediately make chances during the spawning season on Rush Creek. Mr. Erdman suggested the commission fill out a RCCP or ISOR form and formal submit the request to the Department of Fish and Game. 
11. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mammoth Creek Cleanup Day – Commissioner Burak: Commissioner Burak was unable to attend the meeting and this agenda item was tabled to the next regular scheduled Mono County Fisheries Commission meeting. 
12. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - Mono County Fish Stamp – Staff:  Staff is currently exploring the idea of a Mono County Fish Stamp to raise money for fish stocking.  Staff will be discussing the topic with Lt. Bill Dailey about possible options for the future. 
13. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - Mono County Fisheries Commission Strategic Plan – Commissioner Morton.  A MOTION WAS MADE BY MUELLER, SECONDED BY MORTION TO APPROVE THE STRATEGIC PLAN AS WRITTEN. MOTION APPROVED 5-0, NO ABSTENTIONS.  
14. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – CADFW Meeting with Jim Tatum – Commissioner Burak.  Commissioner Burak was unable to attend the meeting and this agenda item was tabled to the next regular scheduled Mono County Fisheries Commission meeting.
15. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - CREEL Survey – Commissioner Mueller.  Mr. Erdman reported that CREEL surveys are currently being conducted throughout the Eastern Sierra by volunteers and he would report the results to the commission at the end of the fishing season. 
16.  DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Fish Stocking Procedures – Commissioner Anthony: Commissioner Anthony was unable to attend the meeting and this agenda item was tabled to the next regular scheduled Mono County Fisheries Commission meeting.
