	PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Application is for a 9400 sq.ft. unconditioned firewood drying storage building constructed of concrete block and/or steel. The building will have large spans and large bay doors to access firewood storage. The purpose of the building is to shelter firewood from water and snow elements as it is in its drying phase.
